MOBILITY RESTRICTIONS

La Belle Epoque has a gangplank from the bank to the deck with two (2) handrails and two (2) wide steps from the deck to the
salon. There are twelve (12) steps from the salon to the cabins. These steps have a handrail and are wide enough for one (1)
person to walk besides another to assist. If you would like to hire a wheelchair so that it is available on your
arrival, please specify at the time of booking. The nominal hire charge should be paid directly to the Captain on arrival.

The well-planned accommodation of La Belle Epoque offers a choice of seven air-conditioned twin/double staterooms with full
en-suite facilities.

There are six (2) suites, four (4) junior suites, and one (1) single cabin on board La Belle Epoque, named Nuits St.
Georges, Meursault, Santenay, Vougeot, Chablis, Sancerre, and Irancy respectively.

The salon is dressed in teak wood paneling and wallpaper, hardwood
ceiling, carpeting throughout, and Art Nouveau painting of La Belle Epoque adorning its walls.

ON DECK

There are two (2) Sun Decks on board La Belle Epoque, one of
which is a shaded Iroko hardwood deck that houses the sunken
Jacuzzi. The shaded deck is approximately 118 sqg. ft. while the
other is a spacious 437 sq. ft. open-air gathering area. The Sun
Deck is perfect for sun bathing and enjoying the beautiful scenery
as you slowly wind through the canals of France. The beautiful deck
furniture consists of:

OFF BOAT

Passengers are welcome to walk or cycle using the onboard bicycles as often as they like. Most People choose to disembark the
barge at a lock to visit local villages, then return to the canal and meet the barge further along (the barge travels slowly;
therefore, this is not a problem). An air-conditioned, 9-seater (including driver) VW Caravelle minibus and an air-conditioned,
6-seater VW Sharan minibus are also available for excursions by vehicle.

ITINERARY

Burgundy, the culturally-rich center of French waterways, spans some of France's more interesting regions. Reflecting the
endless Burgundian sky, the Burgundy Canal's seemingly endless passageways take travelers through regions that suggest the
past's imminence and the present's frailty. The princely castles of Tanlay and Ancy-le-Franc await in the medieval town of
Tonnerre, La Belle Epoque's destination on this cruise. Before arriving there, you will drift slowly through the Auxois
region, home of one of the oldest Cistercian abbeys, Abbaye de Fontenay; here, history clings reverently to the Romanesque
walls of the abbey. Savor the aroma and taste of magnificent Chablis wines along the way, and get lost in charming villages
that will make you long for a return to Burgundy.
